Picture Day Dress Code:  

Smile!  It’s Picture Day! 

GOAL: Look classy, JETS! - This is a dress-up day! 

**  If your student wishes to dress up for this day, please read below.  ** 

**  If not, our usual school uniform is perfectly fine.  **   

Students who do not follow this dress code will change into a school uniform.  When dressing for this day, please 

consider that PE, recess and all usual classes will take place. 

Students may wear an outfit of their choosing that does NOT include… 

 Jeans, sweats, any pants that are ripped, torn, etc. 

 Tight-fitting clothing (leggings only allowed if under a dress/skirt) 

 Low-rise, sagging or oversized clothing 

 Non-uniform shorts 

 Dresses or skirts that do not reach the knee 

 See-through, midriff, tank tops or low-cut clothing 

 T-shirts or sports jerseys (in general, shirts should not have writing on them) 
o Since this is a new policy, this will NOT be enforced this year.  However, it is encouraged to be followed. 

 Flip-flops, heels higher than two inches, or other non-uniform shoes 

Students who choose not to wear their school uniform are encouraged to wear… 

 Girls:  Dresses or a skirt and blouse. Please make sure that dresses and skirts reach the knee.  Tops should 

not be low-cut. 

 Boys:  Slacks or khakis with a button-up collared shirt.  Ties and bowties are encouraged. 

A note about retakes:  If a student is ill for pictures, or requests a re-take, they will only be allowed out of dress code for the 

actual re-take.  Students will report to school following the Picture Day Dress Code policy, then change back into uniform for the 

remainder of the school day after pictures have been completed. 

Picture Ordering Process (from Pegasus Photography) 

 Proofs and order packets/instructions will be sent home when they arrive from the company. 

 Ordering and paying online is HIGHLY encouraged and simple! 

 Every student will be photographed to be featured in the Yearbook. 

 Every student will receive a free class composite, regardless if you order photos or not.
